Southeast Interactive Long Distance Learning Consortium

Wednesday, April 16, 2014

A meeting of the Southeast Interactive Long Distance Learning Consortium was held on Wednesday, April 16, 2014 at the Holiday Inn Downtown in Sioux Falls, South Dakota. Also present were:  Jason Selchert, Coordinator; Bonnie Overweg, Dakota Academic; John Fathke, South Central Cooperative; Lezlie Larsen and Cheryl Johnson, Southeast Area Cooperative.


President Dave Hutchison called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.


Tom Oster moved and Tom Culver seconded to approve the minutes of the March 19, 2014 meeting.  Motion carried.


Tom Culver moved and Chris Lund seconded to approve the financial report and payment of bills as presented.  Motion carried.


Chris Lund moved and Tom Oster seconded to approve the agenda with the addition of review of the draft SILDL contract.  Motion carried.

Bonnie Overweg reported that the e-rate applications were submitted as of the March 26th deadline.  She reminded everyone to please pass on review questions to her. Dave Hutchison shared a series of phone calls that he had received in regard to review questions that he had passed on to Bonnie.   Schools and Libraries are looking at and FCC had recommended giving bigger discounts to consortiums, which may be beneficial to this group.  There is also a big push to get Wi-Fi to the rural areas.  Bonnie also expressed interest in a consortium e-rate contract for future years.


Jason Selchert began his report with teacher training.  Dates have not been set, but he would like to have the training in a central location. Sioux Valley offered to host the training, unless there is a more central location.  New teachers/potential teachers will be trained for two days on the system.  Let him know names of new teachers ASAP.  Current teachers will have a half day of training at a later date.


There have been no issues with the system this month.  If you are planning on moving your equipment this summer, please let Jason know and he can help, if needed.


He has been working with the state on the content server configuration.  It will be in place by the time classes start in August.


A list of class offerings was distributed.  These are available on the SILDL website, as well.  If there are other offerings that you would like, please let Jason know.  If you would like to sign up for dual credit, that can be done on the website.  Jason has been in contact with Lisa at Mount Marty about bringing the $95 tuition cost in line with the $40 tuition cost offered by the state.  Everyone must be aware of the differences in the classes offered online at the $40 tuition cost as opposed to the classes offered face to face at the current $95 tuition cost.

It might not be necessary to have monthly superintendent’s meetings in the future.  However, it will be important to meet with the counselors and/or principals on a regular basis to keep up to date with concerns, new class requests, etc.  
The consortium is still in need of Spanish I/II teacher for next year.  Also, the course descriptions are still being updated.  Email Jason with any questions.  
A draft SILDL Membership Agreement was distributed.  It will be reviewed at the May meeting.  The preliminary budget will also be reviewed at that time.  It was suggested that the 2014-2015 membership billings be sent in June for payment in either June or July.

A motion was made by Chris Lund and seconded by Tom Culver to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10: 54 a.m.  The next meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 21, 2014 at Chef Dominques.
